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THE NEW SOCIAL CHALLENGES IN THE PROCEEDINGS
WITH ARTICLES FROM “KNOWLEDGE SOCIETY
AND 215T CENTURY HUMANISM” CONFERENCE

Global crises and conflicts, the COVID-19 pandemic, poverty and
inequality, the green economy, access to reliable information and strategic
resources, social, cultural and religious conflicts, the problems and
solutions of current issues of modern civilization and a number of new
phenomena are subject to new political, economic and scientific paradigms
to make sense of and help to find adequate answers to the challenges facing
today’s society.

The proceedings of scientific papers “Knowledge Society and 21%
Century Humanism” from the XIX Scientific Conference with International
Participation, which has been traditional for the University of Library
Studies and Information Technologies (ULSIT), examines, through various
authorial interpretations, important, historical and contemporary
perspective, problems of the information society, approaches to knowledge
management, cultural heritage, national security, memory institutions.

The papers are presented in five sections, thematically defined
according to the content of the presented research. The proceedings is
published by the university Publishing House “Za Bukvite - O Pismeneh”
and is part of the project Stimulation of Scientific Communications in the
Research and Teaching Activities of ULSIT Lecturers in International
Information Exchange - Scientific conferences with international
participation on the occasion of the Day of the Leaders of the Bulgarian
Revival “Knowledge Society and 215 Century Humanism” — 1% November
2021 (PCFNP 2021-08 16.04.2021) under the Ordinance of the Ministry of
Education and Science, managed by Assoc. Prof. Liubomira
Parishkova PhD.

The main characteristics are topicality and interdisciplinarity. In this
context, the authors are specialists from different professional fields, which
enriches not only the thematic diversity, but also the methodological tools
used in the scientific developments that make up the publication.

The purpose of the proceedings can be considered in several important
aspects, namely theoretical-research, information-seeking, educational-
pedagogical, practical and reference.

The first section “Literature and Humanism” covers topics such as
library transformations for industry 5.0; library and educational space,
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virtual reading rooms and virtual learning spaces; the presentation of
important writers and cultural figures; anthology of Bulgarian and foreign
scientists and artists; concepts for social and personal development; the
therapeutic role of reading in atypical situations for the individual; the role
of the fairy tale narrative; the culture of communication and leadership
practices; sources of transcendental information and mediators, etc. The
second section is dedicated to the important research area “Cultural
Heritage - History, Contemporary and Perspectives”. The key topics are
the management of culture, the semiotics of the backstage; prehistoric
paintings and modern urban space; the Nikopol treasure; institutions of
memory and the role of individual figures of culture and art; important
historical events and personalities; pedagogical and didactic aspects of the
training of cultural heritage in the conditions of crisis; the peculiarities of
the modern scenario, etc.

The third section is thematically oriented towards “Information
technologies and digital transformations of knowledge”. Here, research
is focused on the interdisciplinary nature of innovation processes;
digitalization; the impact of media and technology on children, new types
of tourism in the context of the coronavirus pandemic; the principles of
personal data processing; awareness of scientists and research data
management practices, etc. The Fourth Section “Security - Challenges in
the XXI Century” focuses on the challenges of the modern world such as
information security; globalization versus the patriotic idea, systems
theory; cybersecurity; fake news and countering them; electronic media and
personal data protection; information logistics and its place in the national
security system; the problems of the emigrant communities; space
exploration in China; energy solutions; the global political and economic
information environment, etc. The last, fifth section of the “University
Youth Academy for Knowledge Management” gives the opportunity to
the youngest researchers - students and PhD students to present their
research to the scientific community and to test their results. The wide
thematic scope of the reports is impressive.

In conclusion, it must be said that the proceedings has a number of
strengths. It is important to note that in general the content is encyclopedic,
interdisciplinary. We would recommend it to reach the widest possible
range of readers and of course students, because it is useful for the
educational and pedagogical process.

The work of the team stands out, which, as in the previous editions of
the traditional conference for the university, held on 1% November on the
Day of the Leaders of the Bulgarian Revival, worked diligently and nobly
for the realization of this edition, an achievement for ULSIT - the keeper of
knowledge.
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
