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PREFACE

The proceedings Knowledge Society and 21 Century Humanism
presents the scientific results from the national and international scientific
conference, which has been the emblem for the University of Library
Studies and Information Technologies for 20 years. It is dedicated to the
Revival Leaders’ Day (1% November)

“The aim of the conference is to present and discuss current issues and
trends in the development of Gutenberg’s Galaxy in conditions of
Information Society, Metamorphoses and Hypotheses for the Future of
Books in a Globalized Contemporary World” (from VIEW on the problem-
thematic and organizational aspects of the international scientific
conference BOOKS: Future Tense in the Past?! by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Petar
Parijkov, 01.02.2033) From the focus on books and their future in 2003, in
2022 the scientific forum gathers scientists from different and exceptionally
relevant professional fields.

The official languages are Bulgarian and English, that is why the
proceedings contains papers in both languages.

The major sections in the edition reflect the ever so important to the
University of Library Studies and Information Technologies scientific areas
and fields, where students receive their academic education, namely “Book
Studies and Humanism”, “Cultural Heritage — History, Modernity and
Perspectives”, “Information Technologies and Digital Transformations in
the Knowledge Society”, “Security — Challenges in the 21% Century”. The
fifth section “University Youth Knowledge Academy” provides the
opportunity for students and PhD candidates to present their research in
front of the academic community. Young people can deliver presentations
on their own or in co-authorship with other students and PhD candidates.

In 2022, the conference celebrates the 300 years since the birth of
Paisiy Hilendarski and the paper by Assoc. Prof. Kostadin Nushev from the
Theology Faculty of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” reveals his
legacy and the moral values of Christian Humanism of the 21st Century.

The first section “Literature and Humanism” is traditional for the
conference and takes up the greatest share of the first four thematic blocks.
Papers are presented from the field of Book Studies, Literature, Philosophy,
Bibliography and Bibliotherapy. Prof. M. Terzieva studies French literature
for children, and Prof. Y. Zaharieva — the Bulgarian Language School
concept-sphere through the prism of the word “broken”. Dr. Penka
Georgieva from Plovdiv University “Paisiy Hilendarski” studies the
language-political logotype. The peculiarities of the bibliographic
identification of Slavic Cyrillic printed books from the 16" — 19" centuries
are the subject of the analysis by Dr. Gabriela Angelova from ULSIT and

Dr. Kamelia Hristova from the Cyril and Methodius Scientific Center at the
BAS. The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on various areas of life has
become a dominant topic at every scientific forum, and this one is no
exception. Attention is also paid to bibliotherapy as an attempt to solve
problems through appropriate reading. Assoc. Prof. Dr. R. Krasteva
describes the current version of the BN Standard. The new censorship and
the possible paths before it are analyzed. Acceptance of the Other is
extremely important for communication, and Associate Professor
M. Gorcheva presents various cultural practices for accepting otherness.

The second section “Cultural Heritage — History, Modernity and
Perspectives” emphasizes culture community centers (chitalishta),
mausoleums, the Scientific Archive of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences,
Cultural Tourism and Prof. Dr. Hr. Hristov stresses on information through
images, namely graffiti communication.

The third section “Information Technologies and Digital
Transformations in the Knowledge Society” acquaints the audience with
the interdisciplinary nature of innovation processes, as well as the
application of multimedia resources in combination with virtual reality in
education. Assoc. Prof. B. Borisov pays special attention to influencers and
the new digital realities.

The fourth section “Security — Challenges in the 21% Century”
acquaints specialists and the lay audience with major cases related with
national security. Some of the greatest experts in the field of national
security present their developments regarding the various mechanisms to
fight corruption, Yugoslav-Albanian relations, new manifestations of
terrorism and countermeasures against it, legal guarantees when using new
technologies for the goals of countering crime and terrorism, for the
challenges to the logistics of the national security system in the 21
Century, predetermined by the war in Ukraine. Prof. Dr. Boyan Durankev
researches the modern aspects of economic management, and Assoc. Prof.
DSc. Vladislav Lazarov examines Bulgaria as a regional energy center and
its possibilities/impossibilities for dealing with this task.

In the sections from the first to the fourth inclusive, in addition to the
papers of the colleagues from ULSIT, there are also papers by established
scientists from the Institute of Balkan Studies with the Center for Tracology
at the BAS, from Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, from the
University “Prof. Dr. Asen Zlatarov” in the city of Burgas, from Plovdiv
University “Paisiy Hilendarski”, from the Cyril and Methodius Scientific
Center at the BAS, from the New Bulgarian University, from the Higher
Construction School “Lyuben Karavelov”, from the Institute of Information
and Communication Technologies, BAS, from the American University in
Bulgaria, from the “Angel Kanchev” University of Ruse, from the Higher
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School of Insurance and Finance. The papers thoroughly present the
scientists’ research and projects, their results and innovative solutions to
various case studies.

Astonishing is the number of papers by students and doctoral students
(almost half of the 77 total papers) from both ULSIT and Sofia University
“St. Kliment Ohridski”, from the Medical University, Pleven, Plovdiv
University “Paisiy Hilendarski”, from the Institute for the Study of Arts,
BAS, from the Higher Naval School “N. Y. Vaptsarov”. The international
participants are from universities and scientific institutions from Germany,
Austria, North Macedonia, Kosovo, Luxembourg, Italy.

The topics that the young scholars examine are related to various
scientific fields — book and society, library science, cultural and historical
heritage, knowledge management, information and communication
technologies, national security, cyber defense and cryptography. There are
those who present their views on scientific problems for the first time to the
scientific community. The conference “Knowledge Society and 21%
Century Humanism” gives young people the opportunity to find like-
minded people and collaborators, to be heard and to make a start in their
scientific career.

Participation in the review process is important for scientific growth.
Each conference participant must review up to two texts in their area of
expertise. The review process is anonymous. Manuscripts that meet the
theme of the selected section are subject to a double anonymous external
review, on the basis of which they are accepted or rejected.

The website of the conference, bebideli.unibit.bg, contains an archive
of the proceedings from 2019 to today, with all papers being gradually
uploaded with a full bibliographic description in a citation format.

The proceedings “Knowledge Society and 21 Century Humanism” is
for both specialists and a wider number of readers It reflects a 20-year
tradition in the conference held at ULSIT in combination with innovative
thinking, a lot of enthusiasm, unbiased attitude, dedication and love in
behalf of the whole team.

In the last 20 years, the conference at ULSIT dedicated to the Leaders
of the Bulgarian Revival has turned into an emblem of the University of
Library Studies and Information Technologies, and the scientific output —
the proceedings “Knowledge Society and 21% Century Humanism” has
become a claim for even higher scientific results and continuity in the
direction of quality and professionalism.
