BULGARIAN BELT WERSTLING KORESH —TRADITIONS
AND PRACTICES

Abstract: The belt struggle Koresh inherited Bulgarian traditions, which are a
synthesis of various influences, considered as part of the creation and development of
ancestral memory (unity of cultural memories expressed through word and action). The
genesis of the Koresh belt wrestling can be tied to the presence of wrestling from
ancient cultures and antiquity, during the Middle Ages and in modern times. At the very
beginning, like other struggles, it was part of the ritual system of the ancient Bulgarians
—init, every movement and waist grip carried an additional meaning, part of which has
been preserved to this day.

According to cultural heritage speciaists, the word “koresh” means struggle,
confrontation. In its development, the word has received an additional meaning — today
it is also used as courage — courage, bravery.

This primordially Bulgarian belt struggle has preserved and developed tribal
traditions, from which a number of elements are inherited, which are actively present
today in the Bulgarian tribal cultural tradition Koresh as a value system and symbols.
